Statement of reasons: Too often the TAKS assessment is only a measure of short term learning
after the class has crammed for a vear. It is far from an assessment of long-term retention and
true learning. A more accurate assessment of learning would occur if the test were given at the
beginning of the vear instead of at the end of the vear. Also, the results could be used to
remediate throughout the year. Naturally. end of course exams would continue to be given at the
end of the school vear.
